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I. Advisors
A. The advisor must be a full-time member of the CSIE department faculty. However, with the approval of the department chairman and the advisor, the student may request one co-advising professor from outside the department.
B. Upon admission to the program, the student may choose a course advisor. Before choosing, the program coordinator for the department will perform the associated duties or will appoint one for the student.
C. The thesis advisor must be chosen before the beginning of the semester following the successful completion of the comprehensive exams.
D. After passing the comprehensive exams and choosing the thesis advisor, submit the advisor consent form at the registration of the next semester.
E. Consult the relevant guidelines for the National Taiwan University and for the CSIE department for information on switching advisors.
II. Courses 
A. Required courses
1. PhD Thesis (12 credits)
2. Special Project (required every semester before taking PhD Thesis)
3. Seminar: must complete at least 4 semesters by graduation.
B. CSIE courses: at least 18 credits; those in the accelerated PhD program must complete at least 30 credits. This does not include Thesis (12 credits), Special Project, or Seminar.
C. During registration of every semester, the student’s choice of electives shall be approved by the course advisor or thesis advisor.
III. Comprehensive Exams
A. The six subjects areas covered include Theory of Computation, Computer Architecture, Algorithms, Systems Software, Artificial Intelligence, and Programming Languages and Compilers. Students may choose at most 4 subject areas each time, including those subject areas that have already been passed.
B. Students may take the exam for a given subject area at most twice; those who fail on the second attempt will be dismissed from the PhD program.
C. The comprehensive exams will be held within four weeks of the beginning of each semester. The exam schedule will be announced by the Graduate Academic Affairs Division during the week following the previous semester.
D. If students feel the need to dispute their scores on the PhD comprehensive exams, they should submit a written rescore request to the Graduate Academic Affairs Division within ten days from the official scores announcement. Late requests will not be accepted.
E. Students must begin taking the comprehensive exams within one year after admission to the program, unless prevented from doing so by extraordinary circumstances, in which case the department chairman may grant a delay.
F. Students must pass the comprehensive exams in 4 out of the 6 subject areas within 5 semesters after admission to the program (including periods of suspended studies). During periods of suspended studies, students may still take comprehensive exams.
G. Students who do not successfully complete the required number of subject areas within the required time will be dismissed from the program.
IV. Thesis Proposal Review
A. After the department has approved the student’s research direction, the thesis advisor and the department chairman will form a review committee consisting of 5 or more of the school’s professors, associate professors, or assistant professors.
B. The review will be in the form of an oral examination before the review committee, and will be based on the contents of the thesis proposal.
C. Students may take this oral examination at most twice; those who fail on the second attempt will be dismissed from the PhD program.
D. Students who switch thesis advisors must restart the thesis proposal review process.
V. PhD Degree Oral Defense
A. The student may apply to hold the PhD degree defense only after completing the thesis proposal review process. The orals for the thesis proposal and the PhD degree defense may not be held in the same semester, although in extraordinary circumstances, the student may apply to the Graduate Academic Affairs Division for the department chairman to grant an exception.
B. The PhD degree defense committee consists of 5 to 9 members and must include at least half of the members of the student’s original thesis proposal review committee.
VI. Any discrepancies in these requirements shall be resolved by the relevant requirements of the Ministry of Education and of National Taiwan University.
VII. These requirements are official pending approval by the Academic Affairs Committee.
