ability / characteristic related courses
sincere, communication, work hard, ...
domain knowledge

language feature Programming Language
» workable program (Compiler)
* bug-free program (Operating System)
e.g., C# property, DateTime.Now (Computer Architecture)

* most suitable feature
e.g., if vs. switch statements

program behavior Data Structure
Algorithm
API, library
» simple API

e.g., Date, Calendar, GregorianCalendar
« complex API, with design concept
e.g., swing's event/listener, RMI
experience (Data Structure)

» write program by yourself (Algorithm)
« trace other’s real & good program
